FIRST EDITION OF EUIPO TRADE MARK AND DESIGN
EDUCATION PROGRAMME

The EUIPO Trade Mark and Design Education Programme has been created to offer
structured training to the community of intellectual property professionals, helping them to
better support EU businesses and, in so doing, to strengthen the trade mark and design
registration systems managed by the EUIPO.

The main goals of the Pragramme are:

- to enhance P professionals’ knowledge of EU trade mark and design law and of the
Office’s practice and tools;

- 1o improve operational effectiveness by increasing the quality of applications and
processes and by generating and sharing kriowledge.

The EUIPO Trade Mark and Design Education Programme is designed as a blended
Iearning course, combining e-learning, live-streamed and recorded sessions with two three-
day face-to-face workshops at the EUIPO in Alicante, Spain.

The first edition of the Education Programme will run from September 2018 to June 2019
as follows":

- Start of the course: 04/09/2018
- Two three-day onsite sessions (workshops): 03-05/12/2018 and 25-27/03/2019
- Examination onsite: 10-12/06/2019

Registration will be open from 15/056/2018 until 30/06/2018, unless the maximum number of
100 places is filled before the closing date.

There will be several multiple-choice quizzes throughout the Programme, which will be
carried out online and self-graded. The final examination will take place at the EUIPQ in
Alicante and will consist of both a written and an cral examination. The participant will be
considered to have passed the whole course if he or she has been awarded a PASS grade
in all sections of the examination.

Those successful in the final examination will be awarded a certificate. Please note that this
